ABSTRACT

This paper examines the accidents, at the global maritime sector, during 2004,2005, 2006.
Specifically, it focuses in the field of Bulk Carriers, General Cargo Ships, Container Ships,
Tankers and Ferries & Passengers. The necessary data for the statistical analysis are
maintained by Lloyd’s. Objective of work is the analysis of frequencies for the variables that
were examined at the period 2004 - 2006 and the creation of comparative results aiming at
the export of conclusions with regard to the types of boats, a size and age, that are involved
more often in accident, the types of accidents that are presented more frequent per type of

boat as well as the flags and classification societies with the bigger tendency in accidents.
